
PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT 

This Agreement, entered into this _ \ _ day of February 2018, by and between 
the City of Reedley, hereinafter referred to as the "CITY", and A&M Consulting 
Engineers hereinafter referred to as the "CONSULTANT". 

WITNESSETH 

WHEREAS, the CITY is authorized and empowered to employ consultants and 
specialists in the performance of its duties and functions, and 

WHEREAS, the CITY has the desire to secure certain technical and professional 
services to assist in the preparation and completion of the items of work described as 
"Scope of Services" in Exhibit "A", for the Construction Management Services 
hereinafter referred to as the "PROJECT"; and 

WHEREAS, the CONSULTANT represents it is licensed, qualified and willing to 
provide such services pursuant to terms and conditions of this Agreement. 

NOW, THEREFORE, CITY and CONSULTANT agree as follows : 

I. 	 SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED BY THE CONSULTANT 

A. 	 Authorized Scope of Services: The CONSULTANT agrees to perform all 
services necessary to complete in a manner satisfactory to the CITY those 
tasks described in Exhibit "A" - Scope of Work, for the cost identified in 
Exhibit "8" - Consultants Fee Schedule. 

8. 	 Additional Services: Incidental work related to the PROJECT and not 
provided for in Exhibit "A" may be needed during the performance of this 
Agreement. The CONSULTANT agrees to provide any and all additional 
services at the rates identified in attached Exhibit "8" - A schedule of Fees 
for Additional Professional Services. Such additional services shall not be 
performed by CONSULTANT without the written consent of CITY. 

II. 	 TIME OF PERFORMANCE 

The CONSULTANT shall commence performance of this Agreement within five (5) days 
following City Council approval of this Agreement and shall complete the work within the 
timeframes outlined in Exhibit "A", unless otherwise extended in writing by CITY, in its 
sole discretion. 

If the CONSULTANT fails to complete the Scope of Service within the time specified, 
plus any extensions of time which may be granted, the CITY shall determine the percent 
of each work item completed and shall pay the CONSULTANT on that basis. 
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CONSULTANT shall not be responsible for delays which are due to causes beyond the 
CONSULTANT'S reasonable control. In the case of any such delay, the time of 
completion shall be extended accordingly in a writing signed by both parties, but 
CONSULTANT shall not be entitled to additional compensation as a result of such 
delay. 

III. COMPENSATION 

A. Total Compensation: For services performed pursuant to this Agreement, 
the CITY agrees to pay and the CONSULTANT agrees to accept, as 
payment in full on an actual cost plus fixed fee basis, a sum not to exceed 
$ 158,500.00 in accordance with Exhibit B. This amount shall constitute 
complete compensation, including document production and out-of-pocket 
expenses for the Scope of Work as identified in Exhibit "A". 

B. Payment of Compensation: The CONSULTANT shall be paid no later than 
thirty (30) days following submission of a written, verified billing to the 
CITY. Said billing shall include the percentage of each task completed to 
date and since the date of the preceding billing, if any. All billings shall be 
subject to verification and approval by the CITY. 

IV. AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE 

A. CITY: The City Manager shall represent the CITY in all matters pertaining 
to the services to be rendered under this Agreement, except where 
approval of the City Council of the City of Reedley is specifically required. 

B. CONSULTANT: Javier Andrade shall represent and act as 
CONSULTANT in all matters pertaining to the services to be rendered by 
it under this Agreement. 

V. TERMINATION 

The right to terminate this Agreement, with or without cause, may be exercised by either 
party, without prejudice to any other right or remedy to which the terminating party may 
be entitled at law or under this Agreement. 

A. 	 Termination By Either Party Without Cause: The CITY or CONSULTANT 
may terminate this Agreement at any time by giving written notice to the 
other of such termination and specifying the effective date thereof, at least 
fifteen (15) days before the effective date of such termination. 

B. 	 Termination of Agreement for Cause: The CITY may by written notice to 
the CONSULTANT specifying the effective date thereof, immediately 
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terminate the whole or any part of this Agreement in any of the following 
circumstances: 

1. 	 If the CONSULTANT fails to perform the services called for by this 
Agreement within time(s) specified herein or any extension thereof; 
or 

2. 	 If the CONSULTANT fails to make progress under this Agreement 
as to endanger performance of this Agreement in accordance with 
its terms, and does not correct such failure within a period of ten 
(10) days (or longer period as the CITY may authorize in writing) 
after receipt of notice from the CITY specifying such failure. 

C. 	 Post-Termination: 

1. 	 In the event the CITY terminates this Agreement with or without 
cause, the CITY may procure, upon such terms and such manner 
as it may determine appropriate, another party to complete the 
services under this Agreement. 

2. 	 Except with respect to defaults of subconsultants, the 
CONSULTANT shall not be liable for any excess costs if the failure 
to perform this Agreement arises out of causes beyond the control 
and without the fault or negligence of the CONSULTANT. Such 
causes include, but are not limited to, acts of God or of the public 
enemy, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, and 
unusually severe weather; but in the event of the failure to perform 
is caused by the default of a subconsultant, the CONSULTANT 
shall not be liable for failure to perform, unless the services to be 
furnished by the subconsultant were obtainable from other sources 
in sufficient time and within budgeted resources to permit the 
CONSULTANT to meet the required delivery schedule or other 
performance requirements. 

3. 	 Should the Agreement be terminated with or without cause, the 
CONSULTANT shall provide the CITY with all finished and 
unfinished documents, data, studies, services, drawings, maps, 
models, photographs, reports, etc., prepared by the CONSULTANT 
pursuant to this Agreement. The use of all finished and unfinished 
work product shall be in accordance with Section XI, Documents 
and Data. 

4. 	 Upon termination, with or without cause, CONSULTANT will be 
compensated for the services satisfactorily performed to the date of 
termination according to compensation provisions contained herein; 
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provided that, upon termination for cause, the CITY may withhold 
amount as appropriate compensate the 
for or as a 

CONSULTANTs default. no event, shall compensation 
paid CONSULTANT total compensation agreed to 
herein. 

5. 	 notice of termination of this Agreement for cause, as

6. 	 Termination of this shall not terminate any obligation to 
indemnify, to maintain and make available any records pertaining to 
the Agreement, to cooperate with any audit, to be subject to 
or to make any of pre-termination activities.

A. 	 No officer, member, or employee of the CITY who exercises any 
or responsibilities in the review or approval of this Agreement shall:

VII. 	 NO PERSONNEL, AGENCY OR COMMISSION 

The CONSULTANT warrants, by of this that no personnel agency 
been or retained to or secure contract upon an 

understanding for a commission, percentage, or contingent 
bona fide established commercial or selling maintained by the CONSULTANT 
for the purpose of securing For breach or violation of this warranty, the CITY 
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shall have the right to annul this Agreement without liability or, in its discretion, to deduct 
from this Agreement price or consideration, or otherwise recover, the full amount of 
such fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift, or contingent fee. 

VIII. 	 SUBCONTRACTING 

A. 	 The CONSULTANT shall not subcontract or otherwise assign any portion 
of the services to be performed under this Agreement without the prior 
written approval of the CITY. 

B. 	 Without limiting Paragraph A, in no event shall the CONSULTANT 
subcontract services in excess of 50% of the contract amount, excluding 
specialized services. Specialized services are those items not ordinarily 
furnished by a consultant performing the particular type of project 
described in this Agreement. 

IX. 	 INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR 

In the performance of the services herein provided for, the CONSULTANT shall be, and 
is, an independent contractor and is not an agent or employee of the CITY. The 
CONSULTANT has and shall retain the right to exercise full control and supervision of 
all persons assisting the CONSULTANT in the performance of said services hereunder. 
The CONSULTANT shall be solely responsible for all matters relating to the payment of 
its employees including compliance with social security and income tax withholding and 
all other regulations governing such matters. 

X. 	 SPECIFICATIONS 

All specifications, manuals, standards, etc., either attached to this Agreement or 
incorporated by reference, are binding as to the performance of the services specified in 
this Agreement unless they are changed by written amendment to this Agreement 
modified in writing to incorporate such changes. 

XI. 	 DOCUMENTS/DATA 

A. 	 Ownership of Documents: All original papers and documents, produced as 
a result of this Agreement, shall become the property of the CITY. In 
addition, CITY shall be provided with access and use of any other papers 
and documents consistent with the purpose and scope of services 
covered by this Agreement. Any additional copies, not otherwise provided 
for herein, shall be the responsibility of the CITY. 

Documents, including drawings and specifications, prepared by 
CONSULTANT pursuant to this Agreement, are not intended or 
represented to be suitable for reuse by CITY or others on extensions of 
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the PROJECT or on any other Any use of completed 
documents for other and any use of incomplete documents 
without the specific authorization from CONSULTANT will be at 
CITY's risk and without liability to CONSULTANT. Further, any and 
all liability out of changes made to CONSULTANT's deliverables 
under this Agreement by CITY or persons other than CONSULTANT is 
waived as against CONSULTANT, and the CITY assumes full 
responsibility for such changes made by the CITY or agents unless 
CITY given CONSULTANT prior notice and has from 
CONSULTANT written consent for such 

B. 	 Publication: No information, or other given or prepared or 
assembled by CONSULTANT pursuant to this shall 

available to individual or organization by the CONSULTANT 
without prior written approval of CITY. Notwithstanding the 
foregoing, however, the CONSULTANT shall not be required to protect or 
hold in confidence and confidential information which (1) is or becomes 
available to the public with the prior written consent of the CITY; (2) must 

disclosed to comply with law; or (3) must be disclosed in connection 
with any legal proceedings.

claims, demands, costs, liability, or damages of any kind or

nature arising out of or in connection with CONSULTANT (or 
CONSULTANT's subcontractors , if any) performance or failure to perform, 
under the terms of this Agreement; except to the extent those which arise 
out of the negligent acts of CITY. 

C. 	 Without limiting CITY's right to indemnification, it is agreed that 
CONSUL TANT shall secure prior to commencing any activities under this 
Agreement, and maintain during the term of this Agreement, insurance 
coverage as follows: 

1. 	 Workers' Compensation insurance as required by California 
statutes, and Employer's Liability Insurance in an amount not less 
than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000). 

2. 	 Commercial general liability insurance with a combined single limit 
of not less than Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000) per occurrence. 
Such insurance shall include coverage for Premises and 
Operations, Contractual Liability, Personal Injury Liability, Products 
and Completed Operations Liability, Broad Form Property Damage 
(if applicable), Independent Contractor's Liability (if applicable). 

3. 	 Professional liability insurance coverage, in an amount not less 
than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000). 

4. 	 Comprehensive automobile liability insurance coverage, in an 
amount not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per 
occurrence. Such insurance shall include coverage for owned, 
hired, and non-owned automobiles and shall be provided by a 
business automobile policy. 

D. 	 The City Manager is authorized to reduce or modify the requirements set 
forth above in the event he/she determines that such reduction is in the 
CITY's best interest. 

E. 	 Each insurance policy required by this Agreement shall contain the 
following clause: 

"This insurance shall not be canceled, any change in scope or coverage, 
or non-renewed until after thirty (30) days prior written notice has been 
given to the City Clerk, City of Reedley, 1717 Ninth Street, Reedley, CA 
93654." The clause shall not contain "shall endeavor, " best efforts or 
similar qualifiers. 

In addition, the Commercial general liability and comprehensive 
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automobile liability policies required by this Agreement shall contain the 
following clauses: 

"It is agreed that any insurance maintained by the City of Reedley shall 
apply in excess of and not contribute with insurance provided by this 
policy." 

For the general liability and automobile policies only, the City of Reedley, 
its officers, agents, employees, representatives and designated volunteers 
are added as additional insured's as respects operations and activities of, 
or on behalf of the named insured, performed under contract with the City 
of Reedley. 

F. 	 Prior to commencing any work under this Agreement, CONSULTANT 
shall deliver to CITY insurance certificates confirming the existence of the 

insurance required by this Agreement, and including the applicable 
clauses referenced above. Within thirty (30) days of the execution date of 
this Agreement, CONSULTANT shall provide to CITY endorsements to 
the above-required policies, which add to these policies the applicable 
clauses referenced above. Said endorsements shall be signed by an 
authorized representative of the insurance company and shall include the 
signatory's company affiliation and title. Should it be deemed necessary 
by CITY, it shall be CONSULTANT's responsibility to see that CITY 
receives documentation acceptable to CITY which sustains that the 
individual signing said endorsements is indeed authorized to do so by the 
insurance company. CITY has the right to demand and to receive within a 
reasonable time period, copies of any insurance policies required under 
this Agreement. 

G. 	 In addition to any other remedies CITY may have if CONSULTANT fails to 
provide or maintain any insurance policies or policy endorsements to the 
extent and within the time herein required, CITY, may, at its sole option: 

1. 	 Obtain such insurance and deduct and retain the amount of the 
premiums for such insurance from any sums due under the 
Agreement; or 

2. 	 Order CONSULTANT to stop work under this Agreement and/or 
withhold any payment(s) which become due to CONSULTANT 
hereunder until CONSULTANT demonstrates compliance with the 
requirements hereof; or 

3. 	 Terminate this Agreement. 

Exercise of any of the above remedies, however, is an alternative to other 
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remedies CITY have and is not exclusive remedy 
CONSULTANTs failure to maintain insurance or secure appropriate 
endorsements. 

Nothing herein shall be construed as limiting in any way 
ovfonf to which CONSULTANT may held responsible for payments of 

to or resulting from CONSULTANTs or its 
subcontractor's performance of the work covered this Agreement. 

XIII. NON-DISCRIMINATION 

CONSULTANT and all subcontractors shall not discriminate against any employee or 
applicant for employment on the basis of race, color, national or sex in the 
performance of this Agreement. CONSULTANT shall carry out applicable 
requirements 49 part 26 in the award and administration of Caltrans-assisted 
contracts. Failure by contractor to carry out requirements is a material breach 
of this Agreement, which may result in the termination of this Agreement. 

XIV. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

H. 	 Conflict with Law: If any part of this Agreement is found to be in conflict 
with applicable laws, such part shall be inoperative, null and void insofar 
as it is in conflict with said law, but the remainder of the Agreement shall 
be in full force and effect.

K. 	 Authority: Each signatory to this Agreement represents that it is authorized 
to enter into this Agreement and to bind the party to which its signature 
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represents. 

L. 	 Headings: Section headings are provided for organizational purposes only 
and do not in any manner affect the scope or intent of the provisions 
thereunder.

RECOMMENDATION 

Staff recommends that the City Council through Resolution No. 2017-104 take the following 
action: 

1. 	 Adopt Resolution No. 2017-104 granting authority to the City Manager to negotiate and 
enter into a professional services agreement for design consulting services related to the 
Manning Avenue Phase 1 Improvements Project from I Street to Frankwood Avenue. 

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

The City of Reedley has received federal funding that will be used in conjunction with Measure 
C funds to improve the pavement on Manning Avenue from I Street to Frankwood Avenue and 
construct sidewalk on the north side of Manning Avenue from I Street to just east of Reed 
Avenue. In addition to improving the roadway, the City will use enterprise funds and/or 
development impact fees to rehabilitate, replace, or upsize the water and sewer facilities within 
the project limits. This first phase of a three phase approach to improve Manning Avenue from I 
Street to Buttonwillow Avenue is scheduled to begin construction in the summer of 2019. 

In November of 2017 the City requested a statement of qualifications from interested firms to 
perform consulting services related to the scope of work described above. Over the next few 
weeks, the City's selection committee will review the qualifications received and select a 
consulting firm to begin negotiations and ultimately enter into an agreement for the agreed upon 
services. 
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Staff is requesting that the City Manager be granted authority to enter into a contract with the 
selected consultant for a fee not to exceed $650,000. Staff will work with the consultant to 
finalize the scope of work and ultimate consultant fee that is anticipated to be less than the 
requested contracted amount. The consultant's fee will be paid by federal funds, Measure C, 
Development Impact fees, and water/sewer enterprise funds. 

BACKGROUND 

The Engineering Department issued a request for qualifications in November of 2017 for the 
design and preparation of construction documents for roadway rehabilitation of Manning Avenue 
from I Street to Frankwood Avenue and installation of sidewalk on the north side of the roadway 
from Frankwood to just east of Reed Avenue. In addition to the roadway improvements, the City 
will be rehabilitating or replacing a 10 inch wastewater line in Manning Avenue from Frankwood 
to Reed and upsizing a 15 inch line from Reed to the Reedley Parkway. The proposed road 
improvements is the first phase of a three-phased project to rehabilitate approximately 1.8 miles 
of pavement in Manning Avenue from I Street to Buttonwillow Avenue. 

Construction is anticipated to begin in the summer of 2019. Staff and the consultant will work 
together over the next year and half to obtain all the necessary right of way from residents and 
permits from any impacted agencies such as the San Joaquin Valley Railroad. 

The second phase has been presented and funding approved by Council to perform heavy 
maintenance on Manning from Frankwood to Columbia Avenue. This second phase will be 
funded using Senate Bill 1 (Road Repair and Accouncability Act of 2017) funds and is 
scheduled for construction in the summer of 2018. 

The third phase limits are from Columbia Avenue to Buttonwillow. The application for this 
project was submitted by the City for consideration of regional funding from the State 
Transportation Block Grant (STBG formerly RSTP). Should this project receive full funding it is 
anticipated that construction would start in the summer of 2021. 

The schedule tied to the federal funds obligated for this project require that a consultant be 
selected as soon as possible. Due to the holidays it would be difficult to get a consultant on 
board until after the first of the year. Therefore, staff is requesting authority enter into a contract 
prior to the completion of the selection process. 

The project construction cost is estimated at $3,900,000. This estimate assumes removal and 
replacement of 4,600 feet of existing wastewater piping. The first order of work for the 
consultant will be to explore other rehabilitation strategies to eliminate the need for complete 
removal of the wastewater pipes that in turn will reduce the total cost of construction and the 
overall consultant fee. 

Staff will enter into negotiations with the selected firm to finalize the terms of the agreement 
relating to the issuing of task orders, payment, and confirming the commitment from the 
selected firm to provide these services. 

FISCAL IMPACT 

The funds to be used for the payment of these consulting services will come from a combination 
offederal aid programs, Measure C, sewer/water enterprise funds and development impact fees 
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for qualifying of work. Enterprise funds, Measure C, and/or Development Impact will 
be used to pay for the Cities required matching portion of the and any items that are 
non-participating within the federal fund requirements.
