He stated that the
FCRTA currently funded the transit program in Reedley, and had presented the City with an alternative service model
proposal in which the Dial-A-Ride transit services would be provided by a third party provider, resulting in lowering
operating costs, more reliable and effective services to customers, increased ridership, increased revenue to the city,
and employment opportunities to existing transit program employees. Mr. Melikian said that staff had thoroughly
evaluated the alternative service model, for both financial and service delivery considerations, and determined that it
was in the best interest of the city and the community to transfer the Dial-A-Ride Transit program to FCRTA to
operate. Mr. Melikian introduced Moses Stites, FCRTA General Manager who commended City Staff for a very
transparent and informative report to Council. Mr. Stites provided additional information supporting the move to MV
Transportations by FCRTA. He explained that Board had studied this issue very thoroughly and it was not an easy
decision but one that had to be made. They wanted to pass this opportunity to the City of Reedley and then eventually
to City of Coalinga and the City of Kerman who were not currently under this transportation system.

John Powell asked if this change would affect the local out of county transit routes because he had elderly friends that
used the county transit. Mr. Stites provided information on new express routes that would be starting using an electric
bus and rural area transportation. City Manager also added that Mr. Stites was talking about a separate set of transit
options and that the Council was only discussing the four buses that only ran only in the City of Reedley, therefore
Mr. Powell’s friends would not be impacted by Council’s decision.

RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the City Council approve and authorize the City Manager to execute
the “Cooperative Fire Protection Agreement” which will allow emergency response from both
Reedley Fire Department and Orange Cove Fire Protection District (OCFPD) when
requested.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Cooperative Fire Protection Agreements, commonly referred to as Mutual Aid Agreements,
are valuable tools to enhance emergency response. This may be due to geographical
considerations with respect to fire station locations, or to increase numbers of responding
personnel and equipment to an emergency. These agreements provide for better
interoperability between agencies as well. The interaction affords common practice and
equipment knowledge gains between the various agencies. Cooperative Fire Agreements
establish a formal procedure between agencies that provide for augmented emergency
response when requested.

BACKGROUND

The Reedley Fire Department is a participant in a number of agreements and plans that result
in the provision of fire protection services to both Reedley, neighboring communities and
unincorporated areas of Fresno and Tulare Counties. The City of Reedley first entered into a
formal mutual aid agreement with OCFPD in August, 1993.

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The attached agreement is an update and will replace the original agreement. The new
agreement contains updated language but follows previous terms and provides for reciprocal
response at no cost to the requesting agency. The response by either Reedley or OCFPD will
be by request only. The responding agency is not obligated to furnish any service if
apparatus, equipment, personnel or any combination thereof is not available as determined
by the Fire Chief or designated representative. The impact on both involved agencies will be
manageable within the current budget as the number of requests is infrequent.
Representatives from both Reedley and OCFPD are recommending the implementation of the
“Cooperative Fire Protection Agreement” as a means to strengthen fire protection and
emergency services for the benefit of both communities.

This is a COOPERATIVE FIRE PROTECTION AGREEMENT (“AGREEMENT”) between the
CITY OF REEDLEY, hereinafter referred to as the city of REEDLEY, and the ORANGE COVE
FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT, hereinafter referred to as ORANGE COVE, and is entered into
this 1% day of August, 20109.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code section 6500 et seq., and Health and Safety Code
section 13050, REEDLEY and ORANGE COVE desire to render aid to each other in combating
fires when such aid is necessary; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code sections 6502 and 55632, and Health and Safety
Code section 13050 et seq., the parties have the common power to provide fire protection
services and desire to jointly exercise said power through an agreement which would allow
assistance; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of this Agreement is to provide for the rendering of assistance
whenever fire or emergency incidents may occur within certain areas of the jurisdictions of the
parties which, due to the location, or size of the fires, or other emergency incidents, such fires or
emergency incidents cannot be adequately responded to and handled by the fire department of
the party having jurisdiction without additional assistance; and

NOW THEREFORE, the parties hereto mutually agree as the follows:

1. DEFINITIONS: Unless the particular provisions or context otherwise requires, the
definition contained in this section shall govern the construction, meaning, and
application of words used in this Agreement.

a. “Fire Protection Services” shall mean fire-fighting capacity to contain, control, and
extinguish fires and shall include first aid and rescue services.

b. “Requesting Party” shall mean any party to this Agreement that request fire
protection within Agency Having Jurisdiction (AHJ) from the other party to this
Agreement.

c. “Responding Party” shall mean any party to this Agreement that receives a request
for fire protection within the jurisdiction of the requesting party.



d. “Unit” Shall mean an engine company or truck company including apparatus,
equipment, and personnel.

e. “Closest Available Resources” shall mean any participating Mutual Aid fire agency’s
firefighting apparatus that is nearest in proximity to the location of the emergency
activity.

f. “Mutual Aid” is defined as the provision of resources (personnel, apparatus, and
equipment) to a requesting party already engaged in emergency operations, which
have exhausted or will shortly exhaust the local jurisdiction resources.

GOVERNING LAW: This Agreement shall be interpreted and governed under the laws
of the State of California without reference to California conflicts of law principles. The
parties agree that this contract is made in Fresno County and shall be performed in
Tulare County and Fresno County, California.

DISPUTE RESOLUTION: If a dispute arises out of or relating to this Agreement, or the
breach thereof, and if said dispute cannot be settled through negotiation, the parties
agree first to try in good faith to settle the dispute by non-binding mediation before
resorting to litigation or some other dispute resolution procedure, unless the parties
mutually agree otherwise. The mediator shall be mutually selected by the parties, but in
case of disagreement, the mediator shall be selected by lot from among two nominations
provided by each party. All cost and fees required by the mediator shall be split equally
by the parties; otherwise each party shall bear its own cost of mediation. If mediation
fails to resolve the dispute within 30 days, either party may pursue litigation to resolve
the dispute.

CONSTRUCTION: This Agreement reflects the contributions of all undersigned parties
and accordingly the provisions of Civil Code section 1654 shall not apply to address and
interpret any alleged uncertainty or ambiguity.

HEADINGS: Section headings are provided for organizational purposes only and do not
in any manner affect the scope, meaning or intent of the provisions under the headings.

CONFLICT WITH LAWS OR REGULATIONS/SEVERABILITY: This Agreement is
subject to all applicable laws and regulations. If any provision of this Agreement is found
by any court or other legal authority, or is agreed by the parties to be in the conflict with
any code or regulations governing its subject matter, only the conflicting provision shall
be considered null and void. If the effect of nullifying any conflicting provisions is such
that a material benefit of Agreement to either party is lost, the Agreement may be
terminated at the option of the affected party. In all other cases the remainder of the
Agreement shall continue in full force and effect.

ASSURANCES OF NON-DISCRIMINATION: REEDLEY and ORANGE COVE shall not
discriminate in employment or in the provision of services on the basis of any
characteristic or condition upon which discrimination is prohibited by state or federal law
or regulation.

FURNISHING OF FIRE PROTECTION SERVICES: The responding party shall furnish
fire protection services within the jurisdiction of the requesting party pursuant to the
following provisions:

REEDLEY and ORANGE COVE agree to furnish fire protection personnel,
equipment, materials, supplies, and to render such fire protection services to
each other as may be necessary to suppress fire of a size and or complexity
beyond the control of either party hereto acting without the assistance of the
other, and the control of which therefore requires the assistance from the other
within defined service area displayed as Attachment A.

The territories covered by this Agreement are the District limits of Orange Cove
and the territory of the City limits of Reedley.

The party which has primary jurisdiction for fire protection in the area involved will
direct all operations and support activities and request additional assistance as is
needed; however, it is provided that the first arriving unit from either Agency
Having Jurisdiction (AHJ) will take initial action to protect life and property.

When either party hereto responds to incidents outside its jurisdiction, the agency
with primary responsibility will provide an officer of its Department who will
supervise and direct activities and assume responsibility for releasing any fire
company from the scene.

Except as may be provided by separate written agreement between the parties
hereto, the assurance of mutual aid set forth herein shall constitute the sole
consideration for the performance hereof, and neither party shall be obligated to
reimburse hereunder, or for any use of material, damage to equipment, or liability
incurred which may occur in the course rendering the fire fighting assistance
herein provided for.

Nothing contained herein shall be construed as a contract in law or equity for the
benefit of any third party, which may be affected by the Agreement.

Nothing contained herein shall affect either party’s responsibility to provide
worker’'s compensation insurance or protection for its employees.

This Agreement is in furtherance of the “California Disaster and Civil Defense
Master Mutual Aid Agreement”.

The parties hereto expressly acknowledge that REEDLEY and ORANGE COVE
Fire Departments are volunteer fire departments, and both agencies do not
guarantee a specific level of support in response to a mutual aid request.

9. REEDLEY STANDARDS: In rendering of fire protection services, emergency dispatch
and communication services, and training services by REEDLEY, the standards of
performance including all work, the assignments and discipline of personnel, and other
matters incidental to the performance of such services and the control of personnel so
employed, shall remain with REEDLEY Fire Chief. In the event of a dispute between the
parties concerning the extent of duties and functions to be rendered under this
Agreement or the level of manner of performance of such services, the determination
made by REEDLEY Fire Chief shall be final and conclusive.



10. ORANGE COVE STANDARDS: In rendering of fire protection services, emergency
dispatch and communication services, and training services by ORANGE COVE, the
standards of performance including all work, the assignments and discipline of
personnel, and other matters incidental to the performance of such services and the
control of personnel so employed, shall remain with ORANGE COVE Fire Chief. In the
event of a dispute between the parties concerning the extent of duties and functions to
be rendered under this Agreement or the level of manner of performance of such
services, the determination made by ORANGE COVE Fire Chief shall be final and
conclusive.

11. EMPLOYEE STATUS: No officers, agents, employees or volunteers of the REEDLEY
Fire Department shall be deemed to the ORANGE COVE employees or have any
ORANGE COVE pension, civil service, or any status or right with regard to ORANGE
COVE. No officers, agents, employees or volunteers of the ORANGE COVE Fire District
shall be deemed to be REEDLEY employees or have any REEDLEY pension, civil
service, or any status or right with regard to REEDLEY.

12. TERMINATION: Each party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement upon the
default of the other party, such termination to be effective upon ninety (90) days written
notice of termination to the defaulting party. Default occurs upon the failure of a party to
remedy a default under the terms of this agreement within ninety (90) days after the non-
defaulting party has given the other party written notice of a failure to comply and nature
thereof. Each party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time without
cause upon 120 days prior written notice to the other party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION: To the fullest extent permitted by law, ORANGE COVE shall hold
harmless, defend and indemnify REEDLEY from any liability, claims, actions, cost,
damages or losses, including those brought by a “third party”, for injury, including death,
to any person or damage to any property arising out of any activities by ORANGE COVE
or its employees, officer's agents and volunteers. These obligations shall continue
beyond the term of this Agreement as to any act which occurred during this Agreement.
To the fullest extent permitted by law, REEDLEY shall hold harmless, defend and
indemnify ORANGE COVE from any liability, claims, actions, cost, damages or losses,
including those brought by a “third party”, for injury, including death, to any person or
damage to any property arising out of any activities by REEDLEY or its employees,
officer’s, agents, and volunteers.

14. AMENDMENT: This Agreement may be amended only by the mutual written consent of
both parties.

15. INTEGRATION: This Agreement, upon its effective date, will supersede and replace any
existing agreements between the parties with respect to mutual aid, emergency dispatch
and communication services.

16. TERM OF AGREEMENT: This Agreement shall become effective on the 1* day of
August 2019, and shall expire on the 1% day of August 2021, provided, however, such
Agreement shall automatically be renewed for one or more consecutive terms of one (1)
year each, upon the same terms and conditions which are applicable to the original term
of the Agreement unless terminated by either party.

RECOMMENDATION
It is recommended that the City Council adopt Resolution 2019-065 to appropriate additional funding for
Police staff vehicles from Public Safety Sales Tax unallocated fund balance.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The City Council approved funds in the 2019-2020 budget in the amount of $85,000 for Police vehicles
from the Public Safety Sales Tax Fund. The request to purchase vehicles for the Police Department was
based on estimates at the time for both marked police vehicles and unmarked staff vehicles to also include
equipment to be installed. After thorough research and calculation, an additional amount of $13,000 is
being requested to complete this project.

The Police Department plans to purchase one (1) 2019 Dodge Charger as a marked police vehicle,
including all equipment to be installed for approximately $45,000. The plan also includes the purchase of
two (2) used 2018 Dodge Chargers to be used as staff vehicles and to be outfitted as unmarked front-line
law enforcement response vehicles. In order to keep up with fleet replacement, the Department has begun
budgeting to purchase “new used” staff cars during in-between years of the marked fleet leasing program.

The initial estimate of $20,000 allocated per unmarked staff vehicle is shy of the approximate $24,000 per
vehicle needed to purchase a 2018 Dodge Charger with low mileage and still covered by factory warranty
(based on current pricing). In addition to the amount needed for each staff vehicle, an additional $5,000
total cost is necessary for oulffitting the two new staff vehicles and one staff vehicle currently in use, but
not outfitted with emergency equipment.

FISCAL IMPACT
The additional $13,000 appropriation would come from the Police portion of unallocated Public Safety
Sales Tax fund balance.

City Council adopt Resolution No. 2019-067 approving and accepting the City of Reedley
annual claims for Measure C Extension Local Agency Pass-Through Transportation Funds for
Fiscal Year 2019-2020 and authorizing the City Engineer to sign and submit each subprogram
claim to the Fresno County Transportation Authority.

BACKGROUND

The Fresno County Transportation Authority (FCTA), at its June 12, 2019 board meeting,
approved the City of Reedley apportionment for the FY 2019/20 Measure C Extension
anticipated revenues as shown in the attached certification and claim forms for each of the
eligible subprograms under the Measure C Extension.

The City of Reedley’s apportionment for FY 2019/20 is $720,178 based upon a formula
calculation using the City’s 2017 population estimates per the California Department of Finance
and the 2012 road miles per Caltrans Maintained Public Road Data Report. Distributions of the
FY 2019/20 Measure C Extension funds collected by FCTA will be made to the City in monthly
payments based on the percentage set forth on the form for each subprogram. The City will
use funds from the flexible funding, pedestrian/trail, and bicycle facility programs as matching
funds for various projects. The street maintenance funds will be used by the City to perform
various maintenance projects including slurry seals, overlays, etc.
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Also, in accordance with this claim, the City is certifying that these funds will not be used to
substitute for property tax funds and that generally accepted accounting principles will be
followed to manage and spend these funds on eligible transportation projects and programs.
Furthermore, with the acceptance of this claim, the City commits to submit the prior fiscal years
Measure C Extension expenditures, including FY 2018/19, to the Fresno County Transportation
Authority no later than November 15, 2019.

FISCAL IMPACT

The City’s allocation for 2019/20 fiscal year is an estimated $720,178. These funds will be
allocated to the City of Reedley per the following listed subprograms:

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Reedley has received information and
a staff report from the City Engineer regarding the Measure C Extension Local
Transportation Program Funds; and

WHEREAS, The Fresno County Transportation Authority is the administrator of
the Retail Transactions and Use Tax (1/2 cent) Funds collected pursuant to the Fresno
County Transportation Improvement Act as provided by Part 1.6 (commencing with
Section 7251) of Division 2 of the Revenue and Taxation Code and Public Utilities Code
Sections 142000, et seq.; and

WHEREAS, California Public Utilities Code Section 142257 provides that the
2006 Measure C Extension Expenditure Plan, which was approved prior to and
provided the basis for the ballot measure considered by the voters at the November 7,
2006 election, shall specify the amount and the formula by which the retail transactions
and use tax shall be allocated to each city and the County for Local Transportation
Purposes determined to be priority projects by local governments to which funds are
allocated; and

WHEREAS, the 2006 Measure C Extension Expenditure Plan creates a number
of transportation programs to be funded by participating jurisdictions with Measure C
funds passed-through from the Authority to the City of Reedley when submitting eligible
project claims; and

WHEREAS, the City of Reedley’s 2019 population was determined at 26,666 per
the California Department of Finance; and

WHEREAS, the City of Reedley is not exempt from restricting a portion of its FY
2019/20 allocation solely for the use of Pedestrian/Trail and Bicycle Facilities
Subprograms based on the 26,000 population threshold; and

WHEREAS, the City of Reedley intends to complete and submit the reporting
requirements for the prior fiscal years Measure C Extension expenditures no later than
November 15, 2019; and

WHEREAS, the City of Reedley certifies that these funds will not be used to
substitute for property tax funds and that generally accepted accounting principles will
be followed to assure this and to identify the projects for which the funds are spent; and

WHEREAS, the City of Reedley’s allocation based on population and road miles
is represented as $720,178 or 2.31% of the expected Measure C sales tax revenues for
FY 2019-2020; and
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WHEREAS, the City of Reedley has been apportioned the amounts indicated for
each of the subprograms below:

1. Street Maintenance Category $319,324

2. ADA compliance $11,176

3. Flexible Funding $308,148

4. Pedestrian/Trail $64,601

5. Bicycle Facilities $16,929:; and

WHEREAS, the City of Reedley anticipates receipt of said subprogram amounts
upon proper submittal of the certification and claims forms, and

WHEREAS, the City Council on July 23, 2019 at a public meeting received a
written staff report, invited public comment, and independently deliberated; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Reedley, City Council,
using their independent judgment, hereby approves and accepts the apportionments for
each of the five sub-programs listed above based on the following:

1. The above recitals are true and correct; and

Z The City Council finds that the Measure C allocations will provide a benefit to the
surface transportation system of the City; and

3 The City Council authorizes the City Engineer to sign the claim form on behalf of
the City; and

4. This resolution is effective immediately upon adoption.

« Due to finding utilities in the field that did not match the City plats, the following utility
changes were made:
o Removing and replacing storm drain manhole
o Install 6” SDR sanitary sewer pipe in lieu of 10" SDR pipe specified
o Remove sanitary sewer manhole
o Miscellaneous utility revisions at various locations
o Standby time for damage to unforeseen irrigation service at East and Dinuba Avenue
o Remove unforeseen concrete footing conflict with waterline
o Damaged conduit and wiring at the Trail Crossing
o Additional labor and equipment time to locate the existing sewer line that was to be

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Public Benefit Grant Program is administered by the San Joaquin Valley Air Pollution
Control District.

The City desires to receive grant
monies for the above stated amount so that new vehicle(s) can be purchased at greatly reduced
cost to the City.

The grant will cover up to $20,000 per vehicle. Any remaining balance above $20,000 must be

Adopt Resolution No. 2019-066 authorizing the City Manager to approve, sign and submit a grant
application to the Statewide Park Development and Community Revitalization Program Grant
Funds for the Camacho Park Rehabilitation Project.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Statewide Park Program facilitates competitive grants to help create new parks and new recreation
opportunities in critically underserved communities across California. With the passing of Proposition
68, $650,275,000 was designated to be distributed through multiple funding rounds. This is the first
round which allows for projects with a minimum request of $200,000 and a maximum request of $8.5
million. There is no match requirement. The grant submittal and project description are due August 5,
2019.

Staff is recommending pursuing funding for Camacho Park upgrades that include:

* A new restroom, storage room and concession stand facility that meet all Americans with
Disabilities Act (ADA) requirements

A new ADA ramp from the restroom concession area to ballfields

A new ADA ramp down to the Softball field

A new remote-control system for the existing field lights on all three fields and upgraded LED
stadium lighting

Overflow parking lot lighting

Walking trail along the apartment side of park

Lighting around the walking areas in the park

Security cameras

Single stall restroom on the softball side

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Benches on cement pads around park

Upgrades to the batting cage and warm-up pitching mounds
New park sign

Replace water fountain on softball field

ADA upgrades by parking lot

Relocation of flag pole

BACKGROUND

The City applied for a grant in February of 2018 to revitalize Camacho Park but was unsuccessful. As
a continuing strategy to look at current and future infrastructure needs, Camacho Park is the highest
priority at this point and the most competitive project.

Camacho Park is one of the most used public parks in Reedley. Itis used for Little League, recreational
baseball league, adult softball, and youth soccer practices. The proposed improvements will have a
large impact on the neighborhood and the entire community.

This grant puts a heavy emphasis on public input. There was a total of 5 public meetings which allowed
for recommendations on the project. The meetings had to be held within a %2 mile of the project site.
Two meetings were held at Camacho Park on April 27, 2019 and June 1, 2019. The meeting on May
23, 2019 was held in the Senior Center at the Reedley Community Center. Staff provided an opportunity
at the Jr. Giants parent meeting for comments on the project. The last meeting was held on June 27,
2019 during the Community Services Commission meeting. Multiple means were used to advertise the
meetings. This was done through the Reedley Exponent, City website, CSD Facebook page, City
Blackboard Connect, distribution of flyers, door hangers throughout the neighborhood and working with
local groups to have representation at the meetings. Throughout the meetings the priorities stayed the
same which are security, lighting, and a walking trail and ADA accessibility.

Staff understands the need to continue building out the Sports Park when given the opportunity.
Unfortunately, the Sports Park did not meet the qualifications to be considered for this funding. The
grant required the Community FactFinder to be used. The Sports Park did not qualify in the area of
median household income because the average was above $51,026 and/or exceeded the
recommended park acres per 1,000 residents. The project had to qualify in one of these areas to be
considered for funding, and it did not. However, Camacho Park did which made it the most competitive
project for the City to submit.

FISCAL IMPACT

The preliminary cost analysis for this project is approximately $2,397,523. There is no match required
for this grant. However, the City of Reedley has and will spend $2,511 on staff time, which can be
reflected on the grant application as a City match for funding. In addition, $20,000 will come from the
Measure C Trail Funds for the walking trail.

COMMITTEE/COMMISSION REVIEW/ACTIONS

On June 27, 2019, the Community Services Commission discussed this project. The Commission was
excited to see that the City is investing in rehabilitating existing parks and working to revitalize the space.
The Commission voted 7-0 to recommend to Council that the City pursue this grant opportunity.

BACKGROUND

As part of the County of Fresno’s preparation for submittal of the 2020-24 Community Development Block Grant
Consolidation plan to the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development, each community has been
requested to hold a public meeting where input and recommendations on the use of CDBG funds in our City can be
discussed. At this public meeting County of Fresno Staff will present to the Council and public the various programs and
types of eligible projects that can be funded with CDBG funds. The attached public notice, both in English and Spanish
was posted July 18, 2019 on the City's Web site, Bulletin Board in front of City Hall, and on the counters of the Finance,
Community Development, Public Works, Community Center, and Fire Departments.

PREVIOUS COUNCIL ACTIONS

On March 14, 2017, staff recommended various projects to the City Council as eligible to receive Community Development
Block Grant (CDBG) funds for FY's 2019 to 2021 funding cycle. The Council unanimously approved the recommendation
from staff.

The proposed CDBG projects consist of the replacement of an existing ADA-noncompliant restroom facility and various
street rehabilitation projects which may include asphalt concrete overlays, roadway reconstructions, installation of
curb/gutters, installation of sidewalks and wheelchair ramps all within the revised 2015-19 CDBG eligibility area (see
Exhibit A).
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On May 28, 2019 City Council rejected all bids received for CDBG Project No. 18571 Myrtle Avenue Widening. Staff is
currently working with the County of Fresno to enter into an agreement for the widening of Buttonwillow Avenue from North
to Myrtle Avenue. It is anticipated that this project will require the City's CDBG funding allocations for the 18/19, 19/20,
and 20/19 fiscal years.
